There is good richness but also plenty of verve 
to the almost racy broad-shouldered flavors that possess good 
power and plenty of finishing punch on the mouth coating finale. 
This is also a remarkably good effort that is ever-so-slightly 
longer than the Preuses but a bit less complex.
