The 2012 Chambolle-Musigny ler Cru Les Groseilles comes from the domaine-s 0.52-hectare parcel of
southeast facing vines planted as far back as 1937. It has a "distant" bouquet with broody, introverted
black dusky fruit and forest floor/mushroom aromas. The palate is medium-bodied with solid tannins
from a Les Groseilles, which is usually more feminine, perhaps due to the thick skins. But there is plenty

of black plum and blackberry fruit to enjoy and it segues into a solid and masculine finish. Fine.
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
